Why use Big Books? Learning Skills Set

e A large book helps all the children in the group

to see the pictures and follow the story. " Emgtmls
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e Practice reading the book before reading it to
children. Check everyone can see the book.

e Ask children to look at the picture on the front of the book and predict what the story might be about or what might
happen.

o Point to the front the back and the spine of the book. Point to each word in the title, and the author name

e Holds the book facing the children or place the Big Book on a stand so everyone can see.

¢ Reads slowly with expression and fluency.

o Stop if there is a new word and explain the meaning to the children.

e When the story is finished, the teacher can put the book in the reading corner and the child can also then read the story
themselves.

e The teacher can prepare word cards that the child can match to the same words in the story.
