Interventions
The Positive Youth Development + 

programme creates spaces for the  
most vulnerable children and youth in 
Thailand, including ethnic minorities and 
stateless children. 

It enables them to influence policies, 
challenge systems, structures and 
harmful cultural practices, behaviors 
and attitudes. 



Interventions
• Youth-led platforms empower children and 

youth in Thailand to take action towards 
social, positive changes and 
transformations in the lives of 
children/youth and their families. Y

• Youth-led initiatives are organized at local, 
national and regional levels. 

• The Campaign ‘Ending Violence against 
Children’ empowered 120 youth leaders 
and 1,420 young beneficiaries through 
Youth Projects, enabling them to 
collaborate with local duty bearers, 
schools and health centers.



Interventions

• During the national campaign launch, 507 
young people gathered and voiced 
recommendations to a high-level panel, 
instigating policy makers to make strong 
commitments to end violence against 
children in Thailand. 

• Similar powerful initiatives happened 
during the 30th Child Rights Forum and 
the National Youth Day, rolling out the 
youth movement from Bangkok to the 76 
provinces.
