Competition and Awards for Journalists on the theme
“Enabling Breastfeeding: Making a Difference for Working Parents”

Terms and Conditions
1.1 Background

Media plays a major role in public life, influencing citizens focus of attention and providing
many facts and opinions that shape perspectives on topics of the day. It is envisaged that
this competition will ignite passion among journalists to write more on the importance of
breastfeeding, challenges faced by working parents (mother and father) and feasible
solutions taken up by working parents to overcome the challenges and barriers to
breastfeed. This could potentially influence policy and decision makers to create a more
friendly environment for breastfeeding in the country.

This is an open announcement made to journalists to submit their written work on the
theme "Enabling breastfeeding: Making a difference for working parents" in Khmer, written
exclusively for this competition. The submitted work will be judged by a panel comprising
of experts from relevant INGOs and faculty from media school.

1.2 Entry Criteria

This competition is open for professional journalists.
To participate in this competition, all participants must fill in the Online Entry
Form.

disqualify any entry that contains hurtful, misleading, libelous or vulgar content.

1.3 Award

e Awards will be given as trophies, certificates, prizes.
e Awards will be presented to journalists who submit written articles that
demonstrate exemplary reporting on the importance of breastfeeding and that can

be used to support the creation of an enabling (positive) environment for working
parents.

1.4. Judges - Panel Composition

The panel will consist of Communication staff and technical staff from International Non-
Governmental Organisations, UN Organisations and Media Academy (including Alive and
Thrive (A&T), Hellen Keller International, Plan International, World Vision International,
UNICEF, WHO and Department of Media and Communication and the Royal University of
Phnom Penh).

1.5 Judgement Criteria
The panel will select Five (05) of the best written pieces of work assessed according to the
following criteria: content (30%), structure (15%), potential impact (40%) and quality of
pictures (15%) and award them the prizes.
1. Content (30%)
e Angle of the story: Does the story contain a central or dominating theme?
e |s the angle of the story relevant to the theme and is it interesting, or
new, worth capturing?
e Accuracy: Gathers material using firsthand sources and/ or second-hand
sources that are properly referenced;
e Portrays balanced reporting giving due consideration to the different
points of view of the stakeholders concerned;
e Simplicity of the story: The story must be well understood by general
audiences.
2. Structure (15%): Flow of the information
3. Potential impact (40%): How well is the message integrated into the story?
e Present creative solutions to promote and/or create a friendly environment
for working parents to breastfeed.
e Callto Action
e Recommendations/ suggestions
4. Quality of Pictures (15%)
e Full HD quality photo
e The visuals should be clear and address the theme.
e The photos must be original and do not contain any water marks.
e The photos convey inspiration and uphold the dignity of the subject. World
Vision’s Safeguarding Policy helps journalists, reporters, and communicators
to ensure subject’s dignity is protected without exposing them to any harm.
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e Basic editing and retouching are allowed.



1.6 Intellectual Property

The participant declares that he/she has directly received valid consent from the subject
(s) appearing in any image as part of this contest. The participants declare that any images
involved in the submission were taken by him/her or that he/she received permission to
use them in his/her submission, and that the images may be used by INGOs and Civil
Society who have called for this competition.
