DEVELOPMENT CONTEXT

The Cambodian Consortium for Out of School Children (CCOSC) Phase Il aims to enrol and
retain 116,396 out-of-school children (OOSC) over four years. As a member of the Consor-
tium, World Vision plays its part and aims to enrol and retain 15,900 OOSC during the project
period from 2023 to 2025. The Consortium employs a tripartite approach of: (1) equitable
access, (2) quality and relevance, and (3) ownership and accountability to effectively
respond to the education priorities of OOSC. The strategic approach of the CCOSC is
grounded in the Education Strategic Plans 2014-2018 and 2019-2013, the Sustainable
Development Goals (SDG) in particular Goals #4 and #17, and regional and international child
rights frameworks.
