Afghanistan, classified as a Context | fragile state with
an estimated population of 34.65 million is listed as
169 toward the bottom of the 188 countries ranked in
the 2016 UN Human Development Index. Two of the
five provinces in Afghanistan with the highest level of
humanitarian need are Badghis and Ghor. World Vision
Afghanistan is one of the few NGOs active in these
provinces.

Afghanistan is one of the top ten most fragile
states in the world.

Afghanistan is ranked 154th out of 159 countries
for gender inequality.

Approximately 46% of the population is under 15
years, and 16% are under age five.

59% of girls and boys are multi-dimensionally poor
(9.7 million).56% of poor people are girls and boys.

Afghanistan has one of the highest child labour
rates in the world.

42% of Afghans are food insecure, consuming less
than an average of 2,100 kcal per day. In 2016,
Ghor province where WVA works was declared
the most food insecure province in the country.

57% of girls are married before the age of 19,
about 40% are married at an age between 10 to
|3 years, 32% at age 14, and 27% at age |5.

Under five child mortality is 91 per 1,000 live
births, 14 the highest in Asia and [3th globally

Maternal mortality is 1,291 per 100,000 live births,
one of the highest in the world .

40.9% of girls and boys under five are stunted,
9.5% are wasted, and 24.6% are underweight.

About 2.3 million primary school age Afghan girls
and boys and 2.0 million secondary school age girls
and boys are still out of school and approximately
75% of them are girls.
